SAVE TAXES ON IRA REQUIRED
MINIMUM DISTRIBUTIONS

Individuals subject to Required Minimum Distributions (RMD)
from their Individual Retirement Accounts (IRA) have an
opportunity to use the distributions for charitable giving instead
of taking a taxable distribution.

If you are age 70%2 or older, the IRS will allow you to distribute
up to $105,000 annually directly to qualified nonprofit
organizations without incurring any taxable income. The benefit

is known as the Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD).

A QCD is a direct transfer of funds from your IRA, payable to
a qualified charity, like Immaculate Conception Church. QCDs
can be counted toward satisfying your required minimum
distribution (RMD) for the year, if certain rules are met.

Here are the requirements:

*  You must be 70% or older to be eligible to make a QCD.

* QCD:s are limited to the amount that would otherwise be
taxed as ordinary income. This excludes non-deductible
contributions.

e The maximum annual amount that can qualify for a QCD is
$105,000. This applies to the sum of QCDs made to one or
more charities in a calendar year. (If, however, you file taxes
jointly, your spouse can also make a QCD from his or her
own IRA within the same tax year for up to $105,000.)

* For a QCD to count towards your current year RMD, the
funds must come out of your IRA by your RMD deadline,
generally December 31.

* Any amount donated above your RMD does not count
toward satisfying a future year.

*  The QCD must be paid directly from your IRA to the charity
to qualify.

In addition to the benefits of giving to charity, a QCD excludes

the amount donated from taxable income, unlike regular

withdrawals from an IRA. Keeping your taxable income lower

may reduce the impact to certain tax credits and deductions,

including Social Security and Medicare.

Also, QCDs require that you itemize, which, due to the tax law
changes means you may decide to take advantage of the higher
standard deduction, but still use a QCD for charitable giving.

Funds distributed directly to you, the IRA owner, which you
then give to charity do not qualify as a QCD.

There are some other tax rules that may also apply to your
situation, so consult with a financial professional for more details
about this strategy.
